The Middle
Years Programme (MYP), prepared for students aged 11-16, was
initiated with our 5th-grade students and has been expanded by
adding a new grade level each year. The five years of the MYP
were completed with the inclusion of the 10th grades into the
program.

As AREL Schools, through the International Baccalaureate
Programs that run parallel to our institutional principles, we
aim to raise students who have grasped the scientific thinking
method, who are inquiring and know how to ask questions, who
are creative, curious about research, respectful of people and
the environment, at peace with themselves and have developed
self-confidence.

Primary Years Programme (PYP)

The Primary Years Programme (PYP) draws on successful research
and practices found in many national education systems, as well
as the wealth of knowledge and experience from international
schools, to create an instructional program for children aged 3-12
that is meaningful, engaging, challenging and worth learning.
The driving force behind the PYP is a system of thought regarding
the future and structure of international education.

In this program, where knowledge alone is not sufficient,
the development of key concepts, skills and attitudes is also

emphasized. "Universality", defined as the law for students
educated in PYP schools, determines beliefs and values. The PYP
serves as a tool through which learning outcomes are discovered
in terms of universal beliefs and values, language, mathematics,
science and technology, social sciences and the arts.

The Primary Years Programme (PYP) aims to raise international
individuals who achieve the learning outcomes specified below.
The IBO has defined these outcomes through the “Learner
Profile”.
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Reflection of the Concept of
Global Citizen: “IB Learner
Profile”

The IB Learner Profile is the living architecture of the Mission
Statement. The design of a “better world” drawn by the
mission can only materialize through these 10 character traits.
The profile attributes are the keys that transfer the concept of
“Iinternational-mindedness” from theory to practice.

Inquirers: They develop their natural curiosity. They acquire
the skills necessary to conduct inquiry and research and show
independence in learning. They actively enjoy learning and this
love of learning sustains throughout their lives.

Communicators: They understand and express ideas and
information confidently and creatively in more than one
language and in a variety of modes of communication. They
work effectively and willingly in collaboration with others.

Thinkers: They exercise initiative in applying thinking skills
critically and creatively to recognize and approach complex
problems and make reasoned, ethical decisions.

Risk-takers: They approach unfamiliar situations and uncertainty
with courage and forethought and have the independence of
spirit to explore new roles, ideas and strategies. They are brave
and articulate in defending their beliefs.

Knowledgeable: They explore concepts, ideas, and issues that
have local and global significance. In so doing, they acquire in-
depth knowledge and develop understanding across a broad
and balanced range of disciplines.

Principled: They act with integrity and honesty, with a strong
sense of fairness, justice and respect for the dignity of the
individual, groups and communities. They take responsibility for
their own actions and the consequences that accompany them.

Caring: They show empathy, compassion and respect towards
the needs and feelings of others. They have a personal
commitment to service and act to make a positive difference to
the lives of others and to the environment.

Open-minded: They understand and appreciate their own
cultures and personal histories and are open to the perspectives,
values and traditions of other individuals and communities.

Concept of “Agency”

The concept of “Agency,” which lies at the heart of the
IB-PYP educational philosophy, means that our student is not
just a spectator in the educational process, but a contributor
to the process. At AREL, we do not just load our children
with information; we strive to provide them with the skill to
consciously take charge of their own learning journeys.

We build this approach on three fundamental pillars:

Voice: Our student freely shares their ideas about what and
how they will learn; they know that their opinions are valued.

Choice: By making choices in areas of interest, they shape the
learning process in line with their own curiosity.

Ownership: They set their own goals, take responsibility for
their success and take ownership of the knowledge they have
learned.

Why Is It Important? A child who has agency transforms into
an individual who takes initiative not only at school, but also in
the problems they encounter throughout life and who is self-
confident and solution-oriented.

Children Who Understand, Not Memorize:
A Conceptual Journey in the PYP

In traditional education, children “store” information and
often forget it after the exam. In the IB PYP system, however,
knowledge functions not as an end, but as a means.

Why Conceptual Understanding?

Logic, Not Memorization: Unlike the traditional approach, the
goal of conceptual understanding is not just to give learners the
answer to the "what?” question, but to awaken the curiosity to
ask the "why” and “how” behind the information.

Transfer of Knowledge: A principle learned in the classroom
(e.g. System) is successfully applied to a completely different
real-life situation (e.g. Traffic).

Enduring Knowledge: Facts and dates may be forgotten, but
concepts like “Change” or “Responsibility” serve as a compass
for a lifetime.

An inquiry into the natural world and its laws; the interaction between
the natural world (physical and biological) and human societies; how
humans use their understanding of scientific principles; the impact
of scientific and technological advances on society and on the
environment.

How We Organize Ourselves

An inquiry into the interconnectedness of human-made systems and
communities; the structure and function of organizations; societal
decision-making; economic activities and their impact on humankind
and the environment.

Sharing the Planet

An inquiry into rights and responsibilities in the struggle to share
finite resources with other people and with other living things;
communities and the relationships within and between them; access
to equal opportunities; peace and conflict resolution.

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Assessment and Reporting in the PYP

Assessment is an indispensable part of teaching and learning;
furthermore, it lies at the center of the objective to guide
students carefully and effectively through the fundamental
learning elements of the PYP. These elements are: the acquisition
of knowledge, the understanding of concepts, the development
of skills, the formation of attitudes and the decision to take
action. The primary goal of assessment in the PYP is to provide
feedback regarding the learning process.

In the PYP, assessment is a natural part of learning. It focuses on
the process and aims to support the development of students.
Students receive feedback, conduct self-assessments and set
learning goals.

PYP Report Card

In addition to the Ministry of National Education (MEB) report cards
and progress reports, teachers provide student-specific reports twice
a year within the PYP framework. The PYP report card is a qualitative
feedback-based assessment document that addresses the student’s
academic development not through a focus on grades, but in line
with the learning process, skills, conceptual understanding and the
learner profile.

Portfolios

Portfolios are progress files in which original works created by
students throughout an academic year are collected. These works
are gathered in a folder, allowing the student’s development
process to be observed by the student themselves, their parents
and their teacher. At the end of the year, through the collaboration
of the teacher, student and parent, certain works representing the
development process within the portfolio folder are selected. Using
educational technologies, the student prepares a presentation with
these selected works and performs it on the “Portfolio Presentation

"

Day”.

PYP Exhibition Unit

AREL College is a member of Global Schools, maintaining its
educational vision on a global scale. Our educational program is
carried out in integration with the United Nations 2030 Sustainable
Development Goals. The strongest reflection of this vision is the
PYP Exhibition Unit, which is the pinnacle of the IB Primary Years
Programme (PYP). Our 4th-grade students bring together the
knowledge, skills and approaches to learning they have acquired
since kindergarten through a transdisciplinary inquiry process; they
identify real-life problems, conduct research and develop solution
proposals. Our students share the work they have carried out
regarding their topics with the entire school community during the
PYP Exhibition Unit presentation.

In this process conducted under the guidance of mentor teachers,
students actively participate in the planning, research, presentation
and evaluation phases, develop different perspectives and
transform their learning into action. The PYP Exhibition is a special
experience that symbolizes our students’ transition from primary
school to middle school and celebrates learning, collaboration and
international-mindedness.
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Middle Years Programme (MYP)

The Middle Years Programme (MYP) is an instructional program
designed by the International Baccalaureate Organization (IBO)
for students aged 11-16, covering the second stage of primary
education (middle school) and the first two years of high school.
These years, spanning the period between early adolescence and
adulthood, are of critical importance for students’ personal and
intellectual development. The Middle Years Programme (MYP)
aims for students to acquire the knowledge, understanding,
attitudes and skills that enable them to take on their
responsibilities in a changing world as active and participating
individuals. In the MYP philosophy, “evaluating knowledge” and
“learning how to learn” are as important as learning facts.

Organization and Structure of the
Middle Years Programme (MYP)

Fundamental Concepts

1.Intercultural Awareness: This involves students developing
their attitudes, knowledge and skills while learning about their
own and others’ social and national cultures. Intercultural
awareness strengthens tolerance and respect while enabling
students to empathize by encouraging them to evaluate events
from different perspectives.

2.Holistic Learning: The connection between subjects provides
a global perspective on topics. Students should see the integrity
and complementarity of various fields of study; however, they
must understand that each subject should be learned within its
own objectives and methodology.

3.Communication: Language is the foundation of all fields
of study. The ability to communicate effectively and in various
situations is a fundamental goal of every instructional program.
Communication forms the basis of learning as it supports inquiry
and perception while providing students with the opportunity
for reflection and expression. The Middle Years Programme
(MYP) emphasizes language learning and enables students to
explore multiple forms of expression. There is a definitive link
between knowing a language (including the mother tongue and
learned foreign languages) and getting to know cultures.

The core subject groups included in the MYP Program are as follows:

1.Language and Literature : Turkish, Turkish Literature

Aims and Objectives

While a foundation of knowledge is provided through the
eight subject groups in the program model, various teaching
approaches are used to ensure that students can see the
connections between subjects. The aims and objectives of
the subject groups encompass the following 4 fundamental
elements:

Knowledge: The facts that the student must remember for
proficiency in the subject.

Understanding: How the student will perceive, apply, and
predict the topic.

Skills: How the student will apply what has been learned to new
situations.

Attitudes: The gains and changes the student achieves through
the learning experience.

Global Contexts

In the MYP, learning contexts must be in, or modeled on, real
world settings, events, and conditions. Learning contexts in
the MYP are selected from the global contexts to encourage
international-mindedness and global action within the program.
e Identities and relationships: \Who am I? Who are we?

e Orientation in space and time: Where and when?

e Personal and cultural expression: \What is the nature and
purpose of creative expression?

e Scientific and technical innovation: How do we
understand the world in which we live?

e Globalization and sustainability: How is everything
connected?

e Fairness and development: “What are the necessary steps
for sustainable development?”

MYP Approaches to Learning (ATL)

In 1B programmes, Approaches to Learning (ATL) develop the
skills that help students “learn how to learn” in connection with
the curriculum. ATL skills are teachable and learnable; they can
be practiced, strengthened through application, and developed
progressively over time. They provide a solid foundation for
learning independently and collaboratively with others. ATL skills
support students in preparing for meaningful assessment and
in demonstrating their learning effectively. They also provide a
shared language that students and teachers use to reflect on the
learning process and to articulate that process clearly.

Service as Action in the MYP

Community and Service studies aim to help our students
recognize their responsibilities toward the society they live
in, develop empathy, and take action as active world citizens.
Throughout this process, students reflect, research, and take
action based on fundamental questions such as:

*“How do we live in terms of our relationships with one
another?”

*“"How can | contribute to my own community and to other
communities?”

*“How can | support others?”

Under the guidance of their teachers, AREL students gain a sense
of solidarity, volunteerism, and social responsibility through
Community and Service studies. These activities are planned as
collaborative projects that are based on individual contribution
and connected to real life. Students identify needs in their
environment, produce solutions, and develop actions aimed at
creating social awareness.

Within this scope, the activities carried out include:
*Book, toy, and donation campaigns.
* Awareness and support studies for disadvantaged groups.

*Nursing home visits and activities that strengthen

intergenerational interaction.

*Social responsibility projects themed around disability, aging,
migration, cultural diversity, and tolerance.

* Collaborations with non-governmental organizations and local
stakeholders.

In these processes, students take an active role not just as
helpers, but as individuals who plan, inquire, communicate, and
produce solutions.

AREL and IB Programmes
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Middle Years Programme

In line with our school being a member of Global Schools,
Community and Service studies are planned and carried out
in connection with the United Nations 2030 Sustainable
Development Goals. Thus, while our students develop awareness
regarding global goals such as the reduction of poverty, fighting
inequalities, quality education, healthy living, environmental
sustainability, and social solidarity, they also find the opportunity
to make concrete contributions on a local scale. At AREL,
Community and Service studies are one of the core learning
areas that support students in transforming their academic
learning into meaningful actions and in growing as sensitive,
responsible individuals who add value to the world.

Personal Project in the MYP

The Personal Project is a comprehensive student endeavor
that constitutes the final stage of the MYP and is conducted
individually by all 10th grade students. The process begins at the
end of the 9th grade and continues until the second half of the
10th grade, aiming to holistically demonstrate the knowledge,
skills, and approaches the student has acquired throughout the
MYP.

Students develop a creative and original piece of work on a topic
chosen entirely in line with their own interests. The Personal
Project reflects the student’s personal understanding and
perspective regarding the Global Contexts (Areas of Interaction);
project topics are not limited to any specific subject area. An
original work of art, creative writing, a thesis-format study, a
scientific experiment, an invention, or a business or organization
plan can be presented as the project output.

During the project process, each student is assigned a mentor
from among the school’s teachers. The mentor teacher guides
the student through the planning, research, implementation,
and reflection phases. The Personal Project allows students to
integrate the skills they have developed in different subjects
during the MYP through a real-world piece of work.

Completed projects are evaluated in detail by mentor and
moderator teachers in accordance with IB assessment criteria,
and the results are sent to the IB’s assessment and evaluation
center in Cardiff, UK. Following the evaluation process, students
becomeeligibleto receive their official Personal Project Certificates
at a ceremony. This certificate serves as an important reference
and credential with international validity in the students’ future
academic and professional lives.
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Assessment in the MYP:
“Criteria Applied Consistently Worldwide

MYP assessment standards are applied in the same way all over
the world. To maintain the strong reputation of IB programs, the
MYP assessment model is criterion-based.

Works are not assessed by comparing them with the works of
other students, but according to criteria set by the IB based
on world standards. A good curriculum ensures that students
develop a wide range of skills.

MYP teachers encourage students to demonstrate and develop
all the skills they have acquired, including how to succeed in
written exams.

Typical MYP assessment tasks include open-ended, problem
solving activities, research assignments, debates, tests, exams,
hands-on experiments, analysis, and reflection.

In addition to the Ministry of National Education assessment
practices, MYP students are also required to be assessed in
line with MYP subject criteria. Students know these criteria in
advance; thus, they find the opportunity to reflect on their own
learning journeys, take responsibility, and consciously direct their
development.

Standardization

In-Department Standardization

Each department conducts this study four times a year, consisting
of two sessions per semester. In these sessions, department
teachers share works they have previously assessed with their
colleagues; teachers re-evaluate each other’'s work using the
criteria. The feedback provided is advisory in nature. Changing
the reached standard grade is the teacher’s own decision.

Personal Project Standardization

In a session held after mentor teachers have assessed the
Personal Projects, they re-evaluate the assessed projects, share
ideas, and give advice to one another. Changing the reached
standard grade is the mentor teacher’s own decision.

Post-Assessment Actions

A situation assessment is conducted in a meeting attended by all
subject teachers, guidance counselors, department heads, the
assessment and evaluation specialist, and the administration.
For students who are below the required level, study sessions
and one-on-one tutorials are carried out.

Assessment of Student Work

Feedback

Feedback on student progress is provided in three ways:

Parent Meetings

Formally, parent meetings are held twice a year, once per
semester. Every parent has the opportunity to meet with every
teacher within a designated time frame. Considering parental
requests, recommendations and measures to bring the student
to a higher level of achievement are reported, and cooperation
with the parent is planned.

Portfolio Presentation Days

Once a year in May, every MYP student gives a 30-minute
presentation to their family and teachers regarding three
subjects of their choice. The subjects and works to be presented
are selected by the student.

MYP Report Cards

These are issued to students twice a year along with teacher
comments. Student progress and areas for improvement
regarding the eight subject groups in the MYP program are
specified in detail. While making these comments, teachers
evaluate students’ knowledge, understanding, and interpretation
skills using MYP assessment criteria and various assessment
tasks. The “"Approaches to Learning” (ATL) skills taught in lessons
are also assessed and shown separately on the MYP report
card. Based on teachers’ observations, detailed comments are
written about student development throughout the semester,
and suggestions are made to students on how to enhance their
performance.

Assessment Types

Diagnostic Pre- Assessment: Conducted at the very beginning
of the teaching process to uncover students’ existing knowledge
and experiences.

Formative Assessment: Generally based on teacher
observations and feedback. It provides information about the
progress of the teaching and learning process and shapes the
planning of subsequent stages. Timely, direct, effective, and
constructive feedback is vital for improvement.

Summative Assessment: Occurs at the end of the learning
process. The achievement levels of works such as exams, tests,
laboratory reports, essays, presentations, and projects-which
demonstrate students’ learning levels-are recorded. It is used in
reporting. In this type of assessment, the status of reaching the
goals set by the program is also determined, and judgments
regarding the program are made.

Self-Assessment: An effective approach for individuals to
realize their own abilities. At the end of tasks, students are
asked to evaluate their own performance through questions,
checklists, rubrics, or reflection forms. A form is administered to
students to track the development of the IB Learner Profile, and
they are asked to comment on their own profile development.

Peer Assessment: Students evaluate each other’s work, provide
written comments, and share suggestions with one another to
improve the work. Questions, verbal expressions, or forms are
used. It plays an important role in developing students’ critical
thinking skills.
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Our Understanding of Academic Integrity

As AREL College, our fundamental aim is to raise “principled”
individuals who are not only knowledgeable but have also made
the concepts of justice and honesty a part of their character. For
us, academic integrity is not a requirement; it is an expression
of the respect our students have for their own signature, effort,
and unique ideas.

Originality and Intellectual Property

We support our students in producing their own “unique”
products. We view citing sources while being inspired by the
ideas of others as a virtue, and forming one’s own original
sentences as a criterion for success. Across all levels, we instill an
ethical awareness that is sensitive to patents, trademarks, and
copyrights, and stays away from plagiarism.

Artificial Intelligence as a “Thinking Companion” Ethical
Use of Al

Using Artificial Intelligence within an ethical framework is an
important part of our corporate understanding of Academic
Integrity. While integrating Al into our education and teaching
processes, we include it in our learning journey based on the
“Traffic Lights” approach, which is consistent with IB principles.
According to this approach:

Green Zone (Free): One can “chat” with Al to brainstorm,
develop ideas, or understand a complex topic.

Yellow Zone (Limited and Transparent): If help was received
from Al for data collection or structuring, this must be specified
in the bibliography, and the parts where support was received
must be honestly explained.

Red Zone (Prohibited): Having Al write an entire assignment
or project is not a “productive” process; it is a violation of
academic integrity.

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Our Preventive and Educational Approach

Our focus is on encouraging honesty. While equipping our stu-
dents with skills in library use, citing, and referencing, we view
mistakes as learning opportunities. In case of potential violati-
ons, we aim for our students to regain their ethical responsibility
by operating an educational process through our guidance de-
partment and committees.

Our goal is for every AREL student to graduate empowered by
the purity of their effort and the originality of their ideas.
